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INTELLIGENCE-LED POLICING TRANSFORMATION

The article focuses on modern issues of law enforcement reform based on the introduction
of'a new model of Intelligence-Led Policing (ILP). A brief definition of this model is provided,
along with key points for successful implementation. Attention is focused on the necessity
of simultaneous implementation of three elements: timely and high-quality production of
analytical products, their use in the preparation of strategies and plans, as well as analysis of
the impact of these strategies on crime. These elements were later supplemented by mandatory
information exchange.

The processes of formation of ILP in Great Britain and the USA are described. The
contents of the main activities and key elements of the ILP, which require the implementation
and compliance with certain requirements, are disclosed. Attention is focused on the defined
missions of the analytical intelligence function in the activities of law enforcement agencies,
standards of analytical intelligence and requirements for the expertise of analysts.

The following standards have been identified for analysts: educational, training, continuing
education, educational development, certification, constant communication and analytical
qualities of an analyst, which are focused on: subject expertise, analytical methodologies, ethics
of service provision, skills in working with information and its processing, communication
skills, critical thinking skills, computer literacy, objectivity and intellectual honesty.
